	Control Measures

	Underlying medical issues.
	Ensure that Consent Form is fully completed, signed and returned by parents for every child. If a child requires emergency medication (eg. Epipen) all leaders should be aware and the medication should be safely stored.



	Fire.
	Fire drill, remind all children of fire exits, maintain good access to escape routes and fire extinguishers. Control and supervise ignition sources.



	Slip, trip and fall from moving around hall, on stairs, during play.
	Ensure children use stairs carefully. Play and games should be carefully monitored and supervised. Games should only take place when children are wearing appropriate footwear. First aid kit should be fully stocked. Accident book should be kept up to date. All leaders should be aware of first aid kit and leaders with first aid training identified.



	Cuts, poisoning, burns etc. from craft activities.
	All craft work should be carefully monitored and supervised. All craft materials should be non-toxic. Safety precautions and directions on more advanced materials should be carefully followed. Scissors should be child friendly.



	Traffic movement.
	Lighting in car park well maintained. Adverse weather arrangements in place. Parents should ensure that children are safely supervised into and out of the building. Leaders should ensure that children are handed over to the parent / guardian before children exit the premises unless leaders have authorisation otherwise. Children should be supervised at all times when making their way onto or off buses or other transport.


	Manual handling of chairs, tables etc.
	Avoid bending, twisting, lift only within capabilities, use two leaders to lift where appropriate.


	Poor housekeeping.
	Maintain good housekeeping; return materials, equipment and waste to designated storage.


	Electrical equipment.
	Follow all safety instructions, visual inspection prior to use, report any defects.



	Scalds from hot water.
	Supervise the younger children using taps.



	Kitchen accidents.
	Supervision of children at all times in the kitchen area and they should be given clear safety instructions.



	Lack of supervision.
	Children should be supervised at all times with appropriate child leader ratios.



	Choking and food allergies.
	Check Consent Forms for food allergies, when eating children should be seated.
